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4-5-1: INSPECTION AUTHORITY: 
 
The Fire Chief, or his designee, is authorized to inspect all properties in the town and require 
any property owner or occupant to clear their property of all hazardous vegetation as set forth in 
the state adopted fire code. (Ord. 01-004, 7-10-2001; amd. 2010 Code) 
 
 
 

4-5-2: FAILURE TO COMPLY: 
 
Any property not brought into compliance shall be brought into compliance shall be brought into 
compliance by a person hired by the town and the cost of such clearing charged to the owner 
and put as a lien against the property so cleared, such lien to be paid at the next occurring 
annual property tax collection date. (Ord. 01-004, 7-10-2001) 
 
 
 

4-5-3: ACCOUNTING: 
 
All monies collected as reimbursed expenses are to be put in a separate account to be used for 
future fire hazard abatement or reforestation only. (Ord. 01-004, 7-10-2001)
