
BRIAN HEAD TOWN
FIRE RESTRICTION ORDER

EFFECTIVE AS OF JULY 1, 2012

By order of the Brian Head Public Safety Director, the following fire restrictions are
enforced for the Town of Brian Head:

Setting, building, or maintaining, attending or using open fires of any kind, except
campfires built within the facilities provided for them in improved campgrounds.

Smoking, except within an enclosed vehicle or building, a developed recreation site or
while stopped in an area at least three feet (3') in diameter that is barren or cleared of
mineral soil.

Discharging or using any kind of fireworks, tracer ammunition or other pyrotechnic
devices.

Cutting, welding or grinding metal in areas of dry vegetation.

Creating or using any other source of ignition source in any area of the town when the
local fire official determines that hazardous environmental conditions necessitate
controlling or prohibiting the use thereof.
